* Current or past participant of the EBAYOM Summer Program at CPC

* Active volunteerism to share the love of God with others
* Participation in school, church, and extracurricular activities

* Demonstration of leadership in school, church, and/or community related activities

*  Minimum cumulative 3.0 GPA
* Unusual circumstances, if any (i.e. health or financial need)
